These awards are open to businesses in or around the area (a guideline is a THREE-mile radius). Businesses may enter from outside the area providing the area in and around the town is a major trading area of that business. Businesses can enter as many categories as they wish, but only one entry per category. Sponsors may not enter categories they are sponsoring. 

Nominations need to have comments on why the company is being nominated so that the judges can appreciate why you have nominated them and gain an understanding of why they are worthy of the award. It is not the number of nominations the judges will consider but the quality of the nomination. In each category there are more chances to win with Gold and Silver Awards plus we also have an Outstanding Business of the Year award.

B2B Business of The Year
Open to any business that creates products and/or services for other businesses so that could include businesses that operate in accountancy, commercial legal work, IT and cyber security, car leasing, business funding, websites and marketing, sales training, hospitality supplies, security, insurance, telecommunications etc. The entrants need to demonstrate how their services stand above their competitors, how they achieve excellent customer satisfaction and what makes them an award winner.
Manufacturing Business
For businesses of all sizes within the manufacturing sector. As an entrant they are asked to outline their contribution and advancement in their field, including efforts to diversify their offering or engage with new markets. They must also demonstrate how they have met the challenges of inflation, energy costs, increases in raw material prices, and the impact of investments in the business. Demonstrate how their business has advanced within the manufacturing sector, including innovations, improvements, or leadership in their field. 
Market Expansion & Adaptability – Showcase efforts to diversify offerings, enter new markets, and successfully navigate challenges.
Investment & Future Growth – Highlight strategic investments made in the business and their impact on long-term growth, efficiency, productivity and sustainability in the evolving industrial landscape. Include any other work their  organisation undertakes to realise its ambitions.
Best Place to Work 
This category is open to all businesses and organisations (public and private sector) that can demonstrate they have created an outstanding workplace based on a set of values that has led to a committed, effective, and motivated workforce. Tell us what sets you apart and how that has benefited the business/organisation and its employees. With stresses in  recent years from Covid to rising running costs tell us how the business has taken steps to take care of and help employees and customers. 
Independent Business of the Year
Tell us about your journey, your plans for the future. This category is open to all local companies with 20 or less employees that can demonstrate ambition and innovation in their business sector. Details on how your business stands out from your competitors and achievements in the last year or so. Details on where you want to be in the next year. The judges will be looking for achievement in all aspects of the company, excellent leadership, a  good sales and marketing strategy, commitment to staff development and training. This category is also open to the self-employed/freelancers
Community Support
Open to any business or organisation that can demonstrate commitment to the local community through services, fund raising or physical or mental support. This award is open to businesses or individuals who have gone the extra mile supporting other businesses or individuals during the recent issues. The winner of this category will be a business or an individual that has consistently helped others with dedication and commitment. Entries should give examples of what has been done. Entries can be nominations from other businesses for a business or individual OR from a business for an individual within that business
Hospitality but open  to the three below
Best Café/Tea Room
Open to entries from cafes, coffee shops, tea rooms and of course customer nominations. Entrants should demonstrate excellence across every aspect of their business, outlining their long term aims to continue to improve their customer experience. Tell us what makes you so special. Use of local produce and home made food will impress our judges. Nominations will tell us why you think this business stands out and deserves this award.
Restaurant – more of a fine dining experience with excellence across the board
Best Casual Dining 
This is open to pubs, restaurants that offer a relaxed informal dining experience rather than a fine dining one. Excellence in food, ambience, service  will all paint a picture. Use of local ingredients and freshly produced food plus talented creations will all help.
Excellence in Customer Service 
This award is open to businesses that can show flexibility, responsibility, and a clear focus on their customer service. They need to demonstrate a high level of customer satisfaction, setting the bar for their competitors to follow. Also, businesses should, if possible, give examples of any customer service training they have given to their team, whether on a one-to-one basis or group training.
Family Business of The Year 
The winner of this award will have family members currently working in the business. The judges are looking for businesses who can articulate why that matters to the success of the business, while acknowledging the pros and cons of a family structure. Entrants will demonstrate what it means to be a family business and how (if applicable) non-family leaders are integrated. Businesses entering this award will need to specify the current family members leading the business and their roles..
New Business of the Year 
Entrants are invited from businesses less than three years old (as of December 2022), that have demonstrated enterprise, vision, innovation, and entrepreneurial spirit when setting up a successful new business. Also, a clear vision as to how the business will develop in the future. We are looking for inspiring new businesses that will be seen as role models for other new businesses.

Young Entrepreneur/Rising Star
Entrepreneur A young person is defined as under 35 – they can either be employed or run their own business. The judges will be looking for individuals who have demonstrated an exceptional contribution to the workplace or development of their own company showing excellent performance, a real hands-on approach, initiative, and entrepreneurial spirit.

Retail Business of the Year
This is open to online and bricks and mortar businesses that are based in and around Bridport. Tell us why you are ahead of your competitors, what makes you so special, your achievements, customer testimonials, what attracts your customers to you – is it your product range, your prices, your customer service? List any previous awards and on line reviews.
My Favourite Business
This is a category for local people to put forward all the businesses that they love and think deserve an award for their customer service, their products, their prices – just tell us why they are so brilliant, why you love them
You cannot enter your own business in this category but can encourage your clients/customers to nominate you
